Written Examination Questions for Chiho (Local) & Rengo (Regional) Shinsa

To ensure the fairness and impartiality of Shinsa, the 2026 edition of the written examination questions for Chiho (Local) and Rengo (Regional) Shinsa shall be made public.

For Mushitei and Shodan categories, candidates shall answer both questions, 1 and 2 from Group A (each worth 25 points) and will be allocated one

question from Group B (worth 50 points).

For Nidan and above categories, candidates shall answer one question which will be allocated from Group A (worth 50 points) and one question allocated from Group B (worth 50 points).

The written examination mark, calculated on a scale of 100 points, will be the sum of the marks obtained for A and B.
